Dos manos y tres pies

Una mano apunta a programas de
formacion, ejercicios espirituales,
cursos, revistas etc. orientados hacia
personas del mundo profesional,
religiosos y religiosas, laicos y laicas
comprometidas en lo social y en lo
pastoral. La otra mano quiere
alcanzar el mundo de los pobres, de
las personas que frecuentan las
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is driving us towards three legs or
centres of gravity: i) to offer spiritual
accompaniment, the exercises in
daily life, courses, workshops, etc.
to those who live in central places
with easy access; i) to offer retreats,
spiritual exercises and formation
courses at the weekends, and for
longer periods of one, two, three, or
four weeks duration, in more
isolated retreat houses; iii) to offer
outreach by members of our teams,
Jesuits and lay persons, in parish
settings, associations and groups
outside the spirituality centre itself,
etc.

Collaboration in Mission

Today there are practically no
Centres of Jesuit Spirituality where
we do not find Jesuits, religious and
lay people, men and women
working together. This collaboration
in mission, which was initially the
result of the lack of Jesuit religious
destined to this ministry, is seen
today as a grace and a gift of the Lord.
We are at the beginning of a long
journey where there is so much to
learn. This is true both for Jesuits and
for lay people who work together.

Collaboration in mission today is
leading Spirituality Centres of each
country and region to form networks
of mutual support, to share the best
practices of each centre and to plan
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les agents pastoraux qui travaillent
dans ces milieux.

Grice au dynamisme dont ont fait
preuve nos Centres de Spiritualité ces

Collaboration a la mission

Il n’existe pratiquement plus de
Centre de Spiritualité de Ila
Compagnie de Jésus ou jésuites,
religieuses et laics, hommes et
femmes, ne travaillent pas ensemble.
Ce qui a commencé par nécessité ou
par manque de religieux jésuites
disponibles, nous le vivons

Diwversified and complementary
programmes

Centres of Spirituality today
tend to offer a very wide range of
programmes from deepening one’s
self knowledge to studying the Bible;
from confronting cultural themes
with the experience of Christian faith
living to faith/justice issues; from
learning how to pray to making the
Spiritual Exercises in any one of its
forms according to needs and
possibilities.

The Spiritual Exercises of
St. Ignatius: root experience and
point of reference

The spirit that animates us and is
deeply shared by us all, gives us a
common language. We experience
this, however, without losing our
capacity for inculturation and the
necessary flexibility in our ministries
and services according to times,
possibilities and personnel. It is
Ignatian Spirituality, born in times
of great cultural change and
turbulence, even within the church
itself, and rooted in the Spiritual
Excises of St. Ignatius, which makes

Depuis I'été 2002 la maison de Ben Smen est devenue un “Centre de
Ressourcement”. Les activités de Ben Smen, comme centre spirituel, étaient fort
réduites ces derniéres années (une ou deux retraites de huit jours et 3 4 4 week-
end spirituels), puisque la communauté chrétienne en Algérie se réduit a 400 a
500 chrétiens permanents, la majeure partie étant des prétres, des religieux et
religieuses. Depuis septembre 2002, nous avons surtout entrepris des travaux
de restauration de la maison qui était un peu délabrée (eau, électricité, peinture,
maconnerie). Mais la maison Ben Smen a tout de méme repris quelques activités.
Quelques retraites individuelles, des temps de récollection, et des sessions de
formation humaine se sont faites dans la mesure ou les travaux le permettaient.
Une religieuse mariste m’a rejoint depuis fin mars 2003.

Nous voudrions que la maison de Ben Smen soit un centre de
ressourcement ouvert aux chrétiens et aux musulmans, un lieu ou les uns et les
autres puissent retrouver leur ame, chacun dans sa tradition religieuse. La maison
commence a devenir plus accueillante. Elle pourra accueillir et loger des groupes
d’une vingtaine de personnes.

The Campion Center meets the needs of the local Church and culture by
offering both resources and programs.

We live in a world where the workaholic forced to ignore the leisure needed
for human relationships is accorded special privileges. The Campion Ignatian
Spirituality Center asks: Are these the values we want to hand on to our children?

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The Center has a full staff of two religious and two married women and
two laymen plus five Jesuits. This team offers the full Exercises of thirty days
four times during the year, starting in February, April, June, and October. The
experience begins with five days of introduction to the Exercises and concludes
with five appropriation days after their completion. The introductory period
contains talks on Ignatius’ method of prayer, the Awareness Examen, etc., and
time to practise these as well as time to become acquainted with a personal
director. During the stage after the month ends, the retreatant has time to
appropriate and to understand the experience of the Exercises. Further talks are
given on discernment. This long period of prayer may be of great assistance to
those changing missions or for those in the formation of religious or in the area
of spiritual direction.

Generally, six- to eight-day retreats are offered while the thirty-day retreats
are in progress, though the team are willing to give them most of the year from
April onwards, depending on the availability of a director. These shorter retreats
are modeled on the full Exercises of Ignatius of Loyola and usually tailored to
the needs of the retreatant. The centre also offers the Retreat in Daily Life,
beginning in February. It schedules days of prayer, ordinarily on the first Tuesday
of each month. The purpose of these days is to give people the quiet needed to
allow God to speak to them, particularly in praying with the Word of God. The
dates of these days are established well beforehand and are published, together
with the centre’s entire schedule, on the centre’s web-page.

como o domingo em familia, o final do dia de trabalho, vigilias noturnas, periodos
mais longos de retiro.

No momento presente o Centro Cultural de Brasilia compreende um nicleo
de investigacao e acido social e politica, denominado CIAS (Centro de Investigacao
e Acdo Social) e um nucleo de espiritualidade, denominado CIES (Cento Inaciano
de Espiritualidade). Com programacao aqui oferecido, ambos os centros
procuram, de forma integrada, uma solida formacido de participantes. O CIAS
existiu no Rio de Janeiro desde 1966. Em 1968 recebeu da CNBB o encargo de
operar o Instituto Brasileiro de Desenvolvimento (IBRADES), a servico da Igreja
do Brasil. Em 1998, o CIAS-IBRADES se transferiu para Brasilia visando a este
projeto de integracao.

Nota-se a presenca,
ainda pequena, mas estimulante de alguns sacerdotes diocesanos e religiosos,
quer Padres, quer Irmaos. O CEI-ITAICI simplesmente niao funcionaria sem a
sua dimensao leiga e o pequeno batalhdo de quase 300 acompanhantes e
orientadores da “equipe ampla”, dos quais uns 150 estao disponiveis para os
Exercicios em Vila Kostka. Parece cada vez mais convir termos uma “rede” de
contactos e servicos entre nds. No ultimo ano, 8 dos leigos e leigas, ativos e
proximos neste servico, foram admitidos como “associados a Companhia” e
ligados, pelo Pe. Provincial, a esta Comunidade de Itaici (no Rio ja existiam
trés).

Exercicios e Paroquias: s6 recentemente alguns Jesuitas parocos estao
despertando para os Exercicios aplicados especialmente segundo a Anotagcao
18, mas também mais completos, sdo o mais precioso instrumento de que dispoe
na evangelizacao das liderancas e do povo. Nos Exercicios paroquiais, pessoas
que passaram e passam por esta Casa, sdo de preciosa ajuda para montar estas
experiéncias e para lhes dar seqiiéncia. Por toda parte do Brasil, mesmo sem
jesuitas por perto, pessoas formadas no CEI-ITAICI e em outros programas,
sobretudo leigos/as e religiosas, divulgam com bons resultados este tipo de
aplicacao dos Exercicios. Hd muito campo para crescer aqui!

Exercicios completos na vida corrente (EVC): dificil de quantificar, mas
ndo parecem ser COMuns.

Sao aplicados, cada vez mais, Exercicios Aleves na vida corrente como
continuidade entre etapas de fins de semana, aprofundamento ou iniciacao
(Anotacao 18), em particular por iniciativa do CEI-ITAICL. Uma experiéncia bem
sucedida sio os Exercicios para tempos litirgicos, também divulgados por ITAICI
REVISTA ELETRONICA INACIANA, www.itaici.org.br. O CEI-ITAICI ji apresenta
uma programacgio de cursos- oficinas progressivos em finais de semana para
apoio de agentes desta aplicacao de Exercicios nos meios paroquiais (a partir
do ano que vem, igualmente para formar catequistas e professores na introdu¢ao
da oracado inaciana para criancas).

Exercicios aplicados segundo a Anotacao 18: a experiéncia mais bem
sucedida € a destes Exercicios em forma progressiva, notadamente os Exercicios
de fins de semana para leigos (EELs de 1 a 6) do CEI-ITAICI, e as correspondentes
“etapitas” no Rio de Janeiro. Ha muito o que fazer para colocar toda a riqueza
das indicagcoes dos Exercicios no dia a dia das pessoas (partilha dos bens, busca
habitual da vontade de Deus, sentir na Igreja, etc.). Os melhores resultados sao:
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oracio com as Escrituras, discernimento e revisao didria e exame geral quotidiano.

Espiritualidade e religido: embora os Exercicios ndo sejam primariamente
catequéticos, nota-se, mesmo nas aplicacdes mais simples, um revigoramento
da “doutrina da fé&”. Destacam-se: mais nitida imagem de Deus Uno e Trino e do
Cristo quenotico; percepcao do papel do Espirito e do discernimento; os
Mandamentos e seu valor primordial para a vida crista; a missao, incluindo sua
dimensao sociocultural.

A autenticidade dos EE: no ambiente e realidade brasileiros ¢ impensavel
um certificado para orientar ou fazer acompanhamento na linha inaciana. O
que fazemos € oferecer critérios, padroes e possibilidade de formacao, tanto em
nivel de Anotacao 18 quanto das Anotacdes 19 e 20. Destaca-se o encontro
anual de orientadores e acompanhantes de Itaici, com uma solida tradicao de 33
anos. Na concep¢ao de que os Exercicios sao um processo, habitualmente,
sobretudo no ambito do CEI-ITAICI, se privilegia a experiéncia pessoal dos
Exercicios, sendo 0s cursos previstos para ajudarem pessoas selecionadas a uma
apropriacido progressiva dos instrumentos oferecidos por Santo Inicio. Contudo,
sO com a iniciativa do Congresso Inaciano de 2004 e, em dmbito menor, do 11
Encontro dos Responsaveis pelos Centros de Espiritualidade da Provincia,
estamos promovendo um maior intercimbio para garantir esta qualidade ao
trabalho comum.

Loyola House opened in 1964 and undertook directly the work of personally
directed retreats, and then quickly moved into the work of training spiritual
directors and forming guides of Spiritual Exercises. It has been notably influential
in spreading this apostolate and continues to offer a full range of programs to
people from all parts of the world. The facility includes 49 single bedrooms, a
large lounge with a beautiful view of farmlands, which can be converted into
comfortable meeting space for 70-80 people; a 120 seat chapel can be re-arranged
to meet the needs of diverse groups; small meeting rooms; a dining room for up
to 60, overlooking farmlands and rolling hills; and a “Crafts Room.” The facility
is wheelchair accessible. There is an outdoor swimming pool (in season) and
650 acres of walking trails and cross-country skiing through farm, wood, and
wetlands.

The Centre’s mission is to help individuals grow in prayer and to reach life
commitments, and further to assist them in their capacity to guide others
spiritually. To achieve that, the Centre offers eight-day and briefer retreats
throughout the year, and retreats on special topics or for special groups, including
groups of young people seeking their vocations. The staft augments the retreat
programs with various workshops and symposia: on discernment, ecology, the
enneagram, life transitions, spirituality and contemporary culture, and others.
The Centre is always open to those who want to make unscheduled directed
retreats, from one to eight days. The staff offers seasonal days of prayer each
month on an announced schedule.

Probably the best-known of the programs is the forty-day Spiritual Exercises
Institute. It begins with an introductory period, includes the thirty-day retreat,
and concludes with days dedicated to appropriating the experiences. As it has
been from the beginning, this Institute may be a good help to those in leadership
positions and for those in the ministries of formation and spiritual direction, and
is an excellent experience for those making decisions during a period of transition.
The Institute is now offered twice during the calendar year.

Three other programs are notable: 1. Retreat Directors’ Workshop: Open
to those who have completed the full Spiritual Exercises under personal direction,
it is intended to help acquire a greater practical understanding of the Spiritual
Exercises and their application in today’s world. The workshop includes a
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practicum during which the participants will be giving spiritual direction under
supervision. 2. An intensive Training Program in the Ministry of Spiritual Direction.
This nine-month program is constantly changing to meet contemporary needs.
To address one of those needs, this program is now available in three phases.
Phase I: Experiencing and Understanding the Dynamics of a Contemporary
Spirituality; Phase II: Appropriating a Contemporary Spirituality: Ignatian
Perspectives; Phase III: Co-creating a Contemporary Spirituality. 3. Summer
Practicum in Spiritual Direction: A two-month program to provide participants
with fundamental skills in directing three- and eight-day retreats. The program
comprises an eight-day retreat, the Retreat Directors’ workshop, a seminar on
spiritual direction and the opportunity to direct two or three eight-day retreats,
with full supervision, depending upon participant’s abilities and readiness. The
center offers other training programs and workshops training those involved
with spiritual direction.

The staff includes three Jesuits and a numerous associated staff. Loyola House
is not subsidized and is currently augmenting its endowment funds. Two of
these funds are to support programs and participants (John English Endowment
Fund and John Veltri Endowment Fund) and the Loyola House Endowment
Fund is the buildings and grounds fund. Loyola House is available for use by
other groups at various times, some weekends, weekday periods, or longer
periods. We receive requests and give priority to groups and programs that are
related to our vision, such as pastoral councils, spiritual life committees, religious
communities, non-profit groups and those facilitating personal growth and
renewal.

The changing needs of the local Church are reflected in Manresa’s history.
The first laymen’s retreat in Toronto was held Labour Day Weekend of 1925 at
St. Augustine’s Seminary. Other retreats, sponsored by a laymen’s retreat
association, followed during holiday periods when space was available at various
places including a Jesuit seminary in Toronto. In 1940, a wing of the seminary
was converted so that retreats could be held during the academic year. By 1945
the Laymen’s Retreat Association in the Toronto Archdiocese established a more
permanent centre, and a large home with space for 18 retreatants in Erindale
became the first Canadian Manresa. In 1949, Manresa moved to a beautiful
mansion in Pickering, set in 107 acres among several smaller buildings, where it
remains today.

Manresa grew, adding to the buildings and strengthening its programs. It
offered its first retreat for members of Alcoholics Anonymous (A.A.) in 1958,
added retreats for women in 1965, and in 1968, acting on the reforms of Vatican
11, offered the first month-long Institute for the Spiritual Renewal for Religious.
Through these years, retreats were offered for particular groups, v.g. parishes,
the Knights of Columbus, the Catholic Womens’ League, lawyers, doctors, the
police, the unemployed, youth groups, language and culture groups, etc. By the
late sixties, retreats in the traditional sense (preached in several daily sessions)
began losing their popular appeal and the number of weekend retreatants
dropped to its lowest point in more than 20 years, levelling off just below 700. In
the seventies, Manresa Retreat House evolved into the Jesuit Spiritual Renewal
Centre. A reversal set in and during the year of 1980 retreatants numbered 1,837.
In 2003, they were 2,241.

From the earliest days Manresa has had a small group of enthusiastic men
and women dedicated to incorporating Ignatian Spirituality into their lives. They
began as a Sodality of Our Lady of the Way and are now known as the Christian
Life Community (C.L.C). Committed to praying daily with scripture, to meeting
once weekly for shared prayer and study, to celebrating the Eucharist together,
they have chosen as their ministry the promotion of retreats. Each member
becomes a captain or co-captain of at least one retreat. In 1990, a Development
Committee was organized that in recent years has raised funds for major
improvements in the main buildings and work on a new chapel. In the past four
years, these changes have been made possible by capital funding from the Knights
of Columbus, the Catholic Women’s League and more than 1,200 retreatants
and friends. The director of the house is active in fundraising.

Beginning in the seventies, the Jesuit Spiritual Renewal Centre developed
a strong program in spirituality. It includes days of recollection for priests,
religious, seminarians, seniors, school staffs and other groups. There is an evening
of spiritual renewal monthly and the Prayer Group meets weekly. During the
past year Manresa hosted workshops for Parish Councils, the Christian Labour
Association, Correctional Services of Canada, the Salvation Army, and members
of Wexford Presbyterian Church. Requests for ongoing spiritual direction are on
the increase. Manresa also receives a steady stream of men and women in 12-
Step Programs who are seeking help in doing their fourth Step, “to make a
searching and fearless moral inventory of ourselves,” and their fifth, “to admit to
God, to ourselves and to another human being the exact nature of our wrongs.”
During the year many schools bus their students in for a one-day mini-retreat.
Most recently, the center has begun sponsoring serious youth programs and co-
sponsoring a long training program in ecological spirituality along with its training
program in spiritual direction.

La quéte spirituelle est un puissant moteur intérieur, un €élan vital que le
Centre de spiritualité Manrese veut servir. Ce service, il le rend par des activités
orientées vers la croissance et I'intégration de 'expérience spirituelle, ainsi que
par des programmes visant 'apprentissage et le perfectionnement des attitudes
et habiletés en accompagnement spirituel et en animation communautaire.
Accessibilité, ouverture, croissance continue, souplesse et rigueur voila des
valeurs portées par tous les membres de 'équipe du Centre. Ces valeurs sont au
ceeur de la pédagogie adoptée, une pédagogie tirée des Exercices spirituels de
saint Ignace de Loyola et de la longue tradition ignatienne. Chaque année, le
Centre de spiritualité Manrese accueille des prétres, des laiques, des religieuses
et des religieux venus de toutes les parties du monde pour un temps de
ressourcement ou de formation en vue de mieux vivre leur mission.

Voici divers parcours et activités de formation qui sont offerts: £% Stage
de Ressourcement. Un stage personnalisé de ressourcement spirituel pour les
personnes désirant faire le point sur leur vie, se refaire une santé spirituelle ou
discerner des orientations nouvelles pour leur avenir. Le programme est construit
sur mesure, selon les besoins particuliers de chaque stagiaire. Il est constitué a
partir des éléments suivants: un accompagnement spirituel selon le besoin des
personnes; des exercices spirituels pour intégrer sa foi et intérioriser son parcours
de vie; la possibilité de participer a la retraite de Trente Jours; des sessions au
choix parmi toutes celles offertes dans les programmes du Centre; 'accés a une
bibliotheéque spécialisée en spiritualité; des ateliers de partage spirituel, si désiré.

Formation de guides: La formation peut s’échelonner sur trois cycles. Un
premier cycle, dit de formation générale en pédagogie spirituelle ignatienne
s’adresse a toute personne qui porte le désir d’aider les autres dans leur quéte
spirituelle. Ses programmes ont pour but de développer une compétence de
base, théorique et pratique, en pédagogie spirituelle ignatienne. Un deuxiéme
cycle, dit de formation spécialisée en accompagnement spirituel ignatien offre
des programmes qui ont pour but de développer sa compétence en
accompagnement spirituel. Le troisiéme cycle conduit a 'accréditation de guide
spirituel ignatien et poursuit le but de développer I'autonomie dans la pratique
de la guidance spirituelle ignatienne. Chacun des cycles peut étre complété a
temps plein ou a temps partiel selon des modes pédagogiques qui lui sont
propres. Plusieurs des sessions prévues dans les programmes de formation sont
accessibles au public.
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Chemins d’Expérience Spirituelle: Des activités sont offertes aux personnes,
jeunes et adultes, qui désirent répondre a leur quéte spirituelle ou approfondir
leur cheminement: les Exercices spirituels dans la vie courante (EVC); la session
Créer ma vie avec Jésus; des retraites au cceur de la vie; un service
d’accompagnement personnalisé; des haltes pour nomades spirituels; I'animation
de temps de ressourcement dans des groupes déja constitués.

Publications: Les Cabiers de Spiritualité Ignatienne, une revue publiée a
raison de trois numéros par année qui veut favoriser le dialogue entre la
spiritualité ignatienne et la culture contemporaine.

El Centro Ignaciano de Reflexion y Ejercicios (CIRE), es reconocido en América
Latina como uno de los Centros de espiritualidad de mayor vitalidad. El equipo
central (o directivo) estd compuesto por 8 personas: 7 jesuitas, (3 de tiempo
completo; el director, de medio tiempo con otros 3 jesuitas de medio tiempo;
y una Hermana Auxiliadora del Purgatorio, muy bien formada con los jesuitas
en USA, que trabaja parte de su tiempo con nosotros, sobre todo en Ejercicios
y cursos. El problema del Centro no es la falta de gente ni de dinamismo sino
el problema econémico que sumado a la actual situacion de Colombia, pasa
por serias dificultades. Si no fuera por la generosa ayuda de la Provincia para
pagar alquiler, para la revista y la biblioteca, no podriamos subsistir como
Centro de Espiritualidad.
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El centro ofrece Ejercicios de mes una vez al afo. Los da, en forma
personalizada, (dos charlas al dia) una religiosa muy bien formada que hace
parte del equipo central del CIRE. Poco a poco se ha ido venciendo la resistencia
de algunos por ser una mujer quien los dé. Cuando son mas de 7 personas va un
jesuita con ella. Un problema fundamental es el costo de la pensién. En algunos
de nuestros colegios, los profesores los hacen con buenos resultados por etapas
separadas por un periodo de tiempo.

En medio de nuestras posibilidades, (por los continuamos viajes de
ministerios) damos los EVC a algunos que nos lo solicitan: por ejemplo, a dos
laicos, gerentes de empresa, formadores de su grupo de un movimiento laical
cristiano. Ejercicios de la Primera Semana y ejercicios leves (segtn la Anotacion
18), no los llamamos Ejercicios en la vida corriente sino Retiros Espirituales de
3, 5 dias. También hemos dado estos retiros acompanados como una forma de
ensenar a orar con la Biblia en parroquias pobres y de clase media con muy
buen resultado. De ordinario, los cursos de formacion cristiana  espiritualidad y
religion los damos fuera de los Ejercicios aunque tengan relacion con ellos:
cursos de oracion, de discernimiento, de sacramentos, etc.

Para formar en los auténticos Ejercicios, el CIRE ofrece cada dos anos
(alternando con el Curso de Los Teques en Venezuela) un curso de formacion
de casi 5 semanas con 10 dias de Ejercicios personalizados. Han tenido muy
buena acogida, por parte de los laicos, pero no tanto por los jesuitas formados.
En cambio vienen religiosas/os de otros paises. Acuden generalmente 2 o 3
jovenes jesuitas en formacion. Los frutos han sido muy positivos. Los laicos
estdn ansiosos por conocer los Ejercicios y capacitarse para darlos, lo mismo
que algunas religiosas. Por otro lado, se experimenta cada vez mas la dificultad
en encontrar entre los jesuitas de la Provincia verdaderos instructores de Ejercicios
que esté actualizados. Se ve mas entusiasmo en los laicos y a mi modo de ver,
a los jesuitas nos falta una mayor motivacién y aprecio por los Ejercicios como
ministerio fundamental de nuestro carisma.

El CIRE ha procurado invitar a los Escolares a sus distintas actividades: un
seminario quincenal sobre estudio de los Ejercicios (Directorios); el taller para
formadores de Ejercicios (cada dos anos); los cursos de fin de semana sobre
diversos temas de espiritualidad; la realizacion de la pagina web del Centro; la
colaboracion para dar algunos cursos y Ejercicios; y mucho mas. Aunque pocos,
los escolares han acogido nuestro llamado y se han vinculado al Centro en
diferentes formas. Un jesuita del Centro va todos los afios a nuestro noviciado
para explicar a los jovenes el método de los Ejercicios. De todos modos, se nota
entre los jovenes jesuitas de nuestra provincia un mayor interés por formarse y
aprender a dar los Ejercicios.

En nuestra Provincia acaba de cerrar una Casa de Ejercicios, “Loyola” en
Medellin. Se piensa (al menos en planes) formar algin dia un Centro de Fe y
Cultura en Medellin de modo que pueda en alguna forma remplazar esta casa.
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El problema de la mayoria de nuestras 6 Casas de Ejercicios es el economico
pues dan déficit y su futuro se encuentra comprometido. Ademads, estamos
ayudando al CIPA, (Centro Ignaciano del Ecuador) que estd en condiciones
criticas y no solo estdn estrechos econémicamente sino que no tiene jesuitas
para dirigir y trabajar alli. El CIRE estd apoyando la formacion de los profesores
laicos de nuestros colegios con Ejercicios a profesores/as, cursos de formacion,
charlas de ignacianidad, cursos de discernimiento a profesores y administrativos
de la Universidad Javeriana, lo mismo que en la planeacion y direccion de un
diplomado en espiritualidad, etc. con muy buena acogida.

El CIRE esta colaborando activamente en sus ministerios y actividades con
los laicos. En primer lugar, con los laicos/as que colaboran en obras de la
Compania. Ademas, ha asumido la organizaciéon de un curso de formacion para
los laicos/as partir del 2004, empezando por nuestros directivos seglares. Por
otra parte, también el administrador de este centro estd colaborando en la otra
dimension de ayudar a los laicos en sus obras, asesorando un movimiento laical
catolico “Fondacio” de origen francés y muy desarrollado en Chile. Por su parte,
los responsables de este movimiento en Colombia han dirigido cursos
programados por el CIRE, conservando siempre una muy buena y estrecha
relaciéon con este Centro.

The house in which the Jesuit poet Gerard Manley Hopkins lived and wrote
is now an international centre of ignatian spirituality. The large permanent staff
offer the 30-day retreat three times during the year, and a good number of 8-day
and other retreats. A number of visiting directors, including lay men and women,
contribute regularly. While other arrangements are often made, the centre has
become renowned for its two major programs, which can usefully be described.

Three-Month Course in Apostolic Spirituality (offered in both the Spring
and the Autumn). This course is for all who serve in Christian ministry who are
seeking to deepen their relationship with God through Christ. The centre of the
course is making the Spiritual Exercises of 30 days. While there is ample free
time to explore the magnificent countryside around St. Beuno’s, it must be stressed
that the course is a demanding one, in four parts. Part 1. Relationships human
and divine. Participants get to know themselves and one another, that all may
benefit from the three months’ community experience. All have a personal
director who will accompany them throughout the course. They experience
different methods of prayer and the use of the Enneagram and its relationship to
prayer. Part 2. The Spiritual Experience. Immediate preparation for Exercises,
then the 30 days in silence with daily guidance and Eucharist. After the Exercises,
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a reflection period on personal experience, deepened by listening to and sharing
with the others. Part 3. Deepening and profiting by the Experience. The
participants explore the link between the Exercises and daily life. They work on
discernment, collaborative ministry, and the use of Exercises in various ministries
of the apostolic life, particularly with reference to issues of faith and justice.
Each participant accompanies another through a short retreat, under supervision.
Part 4. Review of the Three Month Experience. Beginning a reflection which is
meant to be continued after the programme ends.

Ten Week Course: Practice of Retreat and Spiritual Direction (offered during
the Summer). This program helps course members gain experience and
competence in giving individually guided retreats based on the Spiritual Exercises.
Though emphasis is on retreat direction, the course will also be a preparation
for the more general ministry of spiritual direction. Applicants must have made
the Spiritual Exercises under personal direction, either as a 30-day residential
retreat or over a period of months in daily life. The programme has four sections:
1. Preparation for retreat-giving (fundamental spiritual theology, case studies);
2. A group practicum in retreat-giving (the group give one another, as each
makes, a three-day retreat); 3. Participation in the retreat-giving work of St.
Beuno’s (after assessment, supervised experiences of parish exercises and guided
retreats); 4. The study of the Spiritual Exercises, including their practical
application to everyday life (the dynamics of spiritual growth and development).

Loyola Hall Spirituality Centre is in a suburban setting between Liverpool
and Manchester, two industrial cities in north-west England. The centre has a
resident team of about a dozen, including Jesuits, religious sisters, and lay-people,
as well as some thirty mainly lay “Team Associates” who work on various events.
We welcome people of all Christian denominations and those not affiliated to
any church. Our aim is to provide a safe space for people searching for what is
important in their life. We offer non-judgmental spiritual guidance, always seeking
to help those who come to us find what is right for them, and supportive
weekends for people who feel alienated, for whatever reason, from organised
religion, e.g., for gay and lesbian people, for those divorced or separated, or for
those who follow 12-step programmes. A particular focus of our work targets
those aged between 17 and 35, with a retreat for them around the liturgies of
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Holy Week, a summer course combining theology classes with individual
guidance, a discerning life choices retreat, and regular days for parents of young
families. Our extensive programme offers individually guided retreats of various
lengths from weekends, through mid-week or 8-day retreats, to the full 30-day
Spiritual Exercises. (Occasionally we can offer individually guided retreats in
languages other than English.) We offer each year a three-month modular training
course in spiritual accompaniment which includes the full Exercises (suitable
for someone on sabbatical). In all events we seek to embody a holistic approach,
nurturing the integration of spirit, mind and body for daily living. Loyola Hall
has 43 single rooms with shower, a spacious chapel, seven other prayer-rooms,
two conference rooms, a lounge, and a number of smaller meeting-rooms. It
also offers an art room and a leisure room with sauna, Jacuzzi, and exercise
machines. It is situated on extensive private grounds. Access is available for
those in wheelchairs and an audio loop system is available for those who need
it.

The Centre is advantageously housed in a large, restructured home in a
quiet residential neighborhood in the center of the city. It offers spaces for prayer
and quiet, for individual spiritual conversation and ongoing spiritual direction,
and for gatherings. It is not residential. Its programme includes Exercises in
daily life, training courses, and a number of day events and short non-residential
retreats.

Several programmes continue for a longer period: Reflective Living: eleven
evenings from October to December offer experience of different ways of praying
and reflecting to foster connections between prayer and life. The Spiritual
Exercises in Daily Life: Ordinarily, the retreatants meet with their guides for
about an hour once a week and commit themselves to regular prayer. The whole
experience lasts between 7 and 12 months. Training in Faith Accompaniment: A
course for people who have some experience of being accompanied on their
faith journey retreat in daily life, guided retreat, spiritual direction and would
like to learn more about accompanying others. The course takes place on alternate
Tuesday evenings and one Saturday a month, plus a retreat weekend. Training
in Spiritual Direction: This course builds on the skills and values of the prior
course, Training in Faith Accompaniment, and is for those who wish to develop
their abilities in accompanying people and continue to discern whether and
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how they are being called into this ministry. This course is run as and when
there are enough participants. Ongoing formation in Spiritual Direction. These
are groups which meet about once a month for group supervision and ongoing
training and formation in this ministry. Residential Retreats: The Center offers
individually guided retreats at the Notre Dame Centre, a lovely house overlooking
the Clyde Estuary. These are ignatian retreats in silence. There are four weekends,
two eight-day retreats, a full thirty-day retreat, and others. The Center also offers
other non-resident retreats, for instance, during Lent and Advent. The staff goes
out into the community, offering retreats and courses in venues as diverse as
parishes, ecumenical gatherings, universities, schools, and other institutions and
organizations. Typically, this outreach work includes Retreats in Daily Life and
short courses on ways of praying.

The Associates of the Centre: An open group of colleagues meet about six
times a year for mutual support and to explore selected themes. They contribute
to the work of the Centre and help to make the Centre known. The Centre also
welcomes groups who wish to follow their own programmes or who wish the
Centre’s team to lead an agreed programme.

actuales de 8 o 10 dias, haciendo siempre énfasis en el discernimiento. Forma
también parte de nuestro quehacer el acompanamiento sistematico y continuado
de personas que nos lo soliciten en el ambito psicologico, el espiritual, o su
opcion de compromiso. Una actividad especialmente significativa para nosotros
es el Taller de Crecimiento Personal (TCP) en clave Maya - empleando sus propias
simbologias, rituales, y lengua. Y es importante el ofrecer Ejercicios Espirituales
de 8 dias en clave maya, dirigido a indigenas de Guatemala y México que han
participado en los talleres de Crecimiento Personal en clave maya.

Dentro de las experiencias de Ejercicios Espirituales que se van viviendo
en Centroamérica, a nivel de laicos se presenta asi: mayor preferencia por la
experiencia de Ejercicios Espirituales de 10 dias o bien Ejercicios en la Vida
Corriente, esto por las dificultades de tiempos, de dejar a sus familias, de permisos
laborales. Es menos frecuente la experiencia de 30 dias, aunque cada vez se van
involucrando mas laicos y laicas en esta modalidad. A nivel de jesuitas se aplica
la experiencia de 30 dias, como proceso institucional de formacion y como deseo
profundo de vivirlos con intensidad. Es mas frecuente entonces, entre laicos y
jesuitas la experiencia de los 10 dias. Es fundamental que no se llegue a la
experiencia de Ejercicios Espirituales sin una preparacion adecuada. En este
sentido la propuesta que mas impulsamos aca es que, al ofrecer la experiencia
de 10 o 30 dias se tenga como minimo un buen Taller de Crecimiento Personal
y un Taller de Discernimiento tanto humano como espiritual.

Nuestro Equipo de acompanantes no es tan amplio, podemos llegar a ser
en total 16 a 18 personas. Pero estd conformado ast: tres jesuitas, dos sacerdotes
de otras congregaciones, dos religiosas de distinta congregacion, y todos los
demas laicos y laicas: dos mujeres, una de ellas indigena de Guatemala; un
psicologo, un psiquiatra, un pedagogo, un médico, tres educadores, etc.

Manual para el acompanante. Como los grupos con quienes compartimos
la experiencia de Ejercicios son a veces numerosos, si tenemos necesidad de
contar con un equipo de acompanantes suficiente y bien preparado. Para ello
hemos elaborado un Manual para el acompanante que le llamamos
“Acompanante psico-historico-espiritual”, porque consideramos que lo espiritual
es abrazante de lo humano y lo histérico. Incluso el proceso de acompanamiento
lo formulamos desde un slogan: “Es necesario levantar a la persona (proceso
psicologico-humano) para que asi levantada acontezca en ella la experiencia de
encuentro con el Dios de Jests y no de un “dios” fetiche producto de sus miedos,
compulsiones, mecanismos de defensa, compulsiones, reacciones
desproporcionadas, baja estima (proceso espiritual) y que como producto del
encuentro con el Dios de Jesus en los pobres y pecadores sienta el deseo
profundo de incidir desde su persona en un compromiso histérico (proceso
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historico).”

La formacion del equipo que acompana. Como requisito para quien se
incorpora al equipo es necesario que haga aqui en el ICE la experiencia del
Programa de Formacion para Formadores, que es un taller de 4 meses, avalado
a nivel académico en grado de Diplomado por la Universidad Rafael Landivar,
(de la Compania de Jests). Dicho programa abarca un proceso amplio tanto
teérico como experiencial. Por ejemplo: Talleres de Crecimiento Personal, de
Eneagrama, de formacién para el acompanamiento, de analisis de la realidad,
de discernimiento, sobre la dinamica de Ejercicios Espirituales, la vida religiosa
y espiritualidad, la vida laical y espiritualidad, la sexualidad y afectividad, de
biodanza, sobre el compromiso historico y por supuesto la experiencia de 30
dias de Ejercicios Espirituales. Ahora ya se esta considerando incluir un taller de
como acompanar Ejercicios Espirituales desde su dindmica interna porque se
podria correr el peligro de seguir los Ejercicios Espirituales de una manera
mecanica, sin entender, comprender e irradiar la fuerza y sentido de su dinamica.

Sameeksha, Centre for Indian Spirituality is a project of the Kerala Jesuit
Province to promote interreligious dialogue, Indian Christian spirituality, and
con-textualised theological reflection. Started in 1987, it stands as a Christian
ashram on the banks of the Poorna river. There is an inter-religious meditation
hall that attracts seekers of all religions and cultures. Scriptures of four religions
are kept around the central oil lamp that symbolises the divine presence to which
all religions lead. There is a good library with rich material on questions of
dialogue and spirituality, East and West. Seekers frequent this place for
meditation, retreat, spiritual direction, and study. The Jesuit community offers
regular retreats with Indian classics, meditation courses with Indian methods
and studies on world religions, besides the Spiritual Exercises. Individual seekers
are welcome at any time from any religion or nationality.

A small group of Jesuit scholastics stay at Sameeksha and take a 3-year
course in theology in preparation for priesthood. This is an attempt to develop
contextualised theological reflection and formation. The scholastics are well
inserted to the milieu of the Catholic parish and the Hindu village. Two groups
of lay men and women pursue a diploma course in theology that lasts for two
years. The Jesuits at Sameeksha are quite involved in writing and publication as
well as in conducting retreats and seminars elsewhere, both in India and in
Europe.

Thus Dhyana Ashram, the
retreat house was built in 1958. In 1985 Archbishop Arulappa handed over in
perpertuum the property of Dhyana Ashram to the Society of Jesus. The original
church which was built in 1571 could not withstand the onslaught of four centuries
of heat and the corroding winds from the Bay of Bengal. So a new church was
built and consecrated on 11 February 1999.

This is a residential centre with a large contributing staff. Its activities for
the current year include the thirty-day retreat and a number of eight-day retreats.
The centre also offers a twenty-four day Retreat Directors Training Programme
with training in listening, spiritual direction, counselling, and discernment while
participants study the Spiritual Exercises and prepare an eight-day retreat. The
programme ends with five days of directed retreat in which each of the
participants gets a chance to guide another.

Many other activities aim at spiritual integration in the Indian context.
Among them: A twelve-day Holistic Awareness Retreat to come to awareness of
one’s own person as body, mind, and spirit using yoga, vipassana (a simple way
of awareness used since the time of Buddha), meditation therapies, healing
procedures, counselling, psychotherapy, and Eastern and Western methods of
prayer. The Holistic Health Training and Retreat, the Hypnotherapy for
Counselors, and the Enneagram Retreat prepare participants to enter the healing
ministry. A fifteen-day retreat for Jesuits is organized by the Jesuit Conference.
The Leadership Retreat for Persons in Responsibility is an eleven-day workshop
to impart skills of leadership and management in the context of religious
governance and ministerial animation. Special retreats include the Feminine
Consciousness Retreat for women religious and an Intensive Journal Retreat
open to all.

The four-month course called “Atmadarshan Experience” briefly
summarises the thrust of the centre and that thrust is operationalized in different
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courses and retreats. Every human person is a composite of body, mind, and
spirit, open to God, open to others, and open to the cosmos. An integration of
these aspects of the human person is essential to bringing about peace and
harmony with oneself, God, others, and the cosmos. For this purpose the four-
month programme facilitates those who are in helping ministries in their own
personal integration and provides them with skills for facilitation and animation
of individuals and groups in the movement towards holistic integration. The
liturgy at the end of each day is a high point of the day in that it brings together
the experiences of the day in a celebration of thanksgiving around the table of
the Lord through the remembrance God’s surprising interventions in their life
and especially during the day’s inner journey. This helps to keep both the personal
and the communitarian dimension of all of our spiritual quest in sharp focus.

The Center was established in Jamaica in 1975 to train lay people, religious,
and priests to give spiritual direction. It has reached out to other islands of the
Caribbean and to Guyana and Belize to meet its aim of helping people find God
in everyday life, pray with Scripture, and accept work for justice as integral to
spirituality. The Centre is guided by an Advisory Board of two Jesuits and a
varying number of laity. Since 1998, it has been directed by Ms. Carol Anglin
and Mrs. Gabrielle Peat, themselves graduates of the program. Jesuits work with
the two directors when they are needed, giving retreats, helping with workshops,
and mentoring in the continuing formation of directors. The developed program
remains faithful to the original vision of training numerous lay directors and
offering church-groups a basic introduction to Ignatian prayer and spirituality.
Typically, teams of two or three offer eight-week courses to groups of
parishioners, introducing them to relaxation exercises, prayer techniques, and
guided meditations, and giving presentations or points to help them enter into a
more contemplative type of prayer. The participants begin to share their prayer
experience in an attempt to work towards a form of group spiritual direction.
During the eight weeks, the groups would cover the major themes of the first
two weeks of the Spiritual Exercises. These courses have been very well received
and arouse an increasing interest among mainline Protestants, particularly the
Baptists and the Episcopalians.

Shinmeikutsu Retreat House, founded in 1969 by the well known Fr Hugo
Makibi Enomiya-Lassalle, S.]., is situated in the western outskirts of Tokyo in a
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beautiful narrow valley. Built in traditional Japanese Zen style, the large Zen-
Hall for up to thirty participants and the straw-mat chapel with a rock altar invite
one to silent meditation and prayer. The house is used exclusively for Zazen
retreats (sesshin), around fifteen a year, conducted by Zen-trained Jesuit priests
or religious women. The greater part of the participants are Japanese Catholics
lay people and some religious but the courses are open to non-Japanese and
non-Christians, too. Sesshin are conducted in complete silence and inner
concentration. Each day of the sesshin, beside the Mass in the morning and an
instruction, participants do Zazen-sitting ten times, and three times a day have
an opportunity to receive short individual guidance. The spirit of the house and
of the courses is clearly Christian, but the daily schedule and the way of practising
Zazen correspond fully to the traditional way of Zazen. Shinmeikutsu serves as
a center for integrating this Eastern way of meditation and human formation
into Christian spirituality.

The Mwangaza Jesuit Spiritual Centre has as its goal: to help people deepen
the spiritual quality of their lives, thus enabling personal spiritual growth towards
greater inner freedom, towards familiarity with God, and towards a dedicated
service of society, for the greater glory of God. Mwangaza with its outstanding
natural beauty and quiet deeply prayerful atmosphere is much sought after, so
that year after year we are completely booked-up for most of the 28 eight-day
retreats. In the last two years the thirty-day retreat too was booked up (twenty-
two or twenty-three retreatants each), with additional retreatants at other times.
Our clientele is mainly Kenyan, female and male religious and priests, but the
catchment area includes most of sub-Saharan Africa (twenty countries) with over
thirty-seven percent coming from another thirty-two countries outside Africa.
The latter are mostly missionaries. Of the overall total twenty-four percent were
male.

The present staff is made up of six Jesuits and a pool of about twenty-five
visiting guides including male and female religious and a laywoman. With
practically no exception, retreats have at least one woman guide on every team.
We are currently running a two-year residential course in spiritual guidance for
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twenty trainees. The course consists of fourteen weekends plus individual
supervision of trainees in between weekends. This is the second course of its
type given by Mwangaza since the year 2000. A new initiative these last two
years has been the running of a leadership training course for laypeople in
collaborative parish ministry. We are helping three parishes from three different
dioceses in forming lay pastoral agents. The people involved, men and women,
are eleven from each parish and their respective pastors. For this work we
recruited the help of a professional in this area, a Religious sister from Ireland.
Three of our staff are involved in this ongoing project.

Mwangaza with its beautiful grounds is used on a free basis by a very large
number of religious and others for days of recollection in groups or as individuals.
We feel this is a very important contribution to the corporal and spiritual well-
being of pastoral workers and others, many of whom live and work in the most
horrible surroundings in the sprawling slums of Nairobi. This among other things
has a spin-off in a considerable ministry by our staft in the form of the sacrament
of reconciliation and spiritual direction.

Mount St. Joseph Retreat House is situated in the middle of the island of
Malta. The house gives priority to spiritual retreats and prayer seminars and is
big enough to host more than one activity at the same time. It has a forty-eight
twin-bedded rooms, three halls (two for more than a hundred), and small rooms
for group-work. The Mount also houses the Center of Ignatian Spirituality of the
Malta Province.

Throughout the year, CIS offers programmes to promote spiritual and human
development of the whole person. The activities are usually done in Maltese;
some are conducted in English. At present, the center publishes a yearly
programme of activities, conducts a three-year course of formation for laity and
religious, runs a Parish Ignatian Ministry (PIM) programme, and conducts
meetings on ignatian spirituality for Jesuits. The center updates a monthly e-
newsletter, maintains a web-page linking the retreat houses and CIS, and creates
a Maltese “Sacred Space” at the address below.

Six Jesuits are official members of CIS. They are helped by a good number
of collaborators, both lay and religious, who are well trained to assist in retreats,
spiritual direction and prayer accompaniment. Other collaborators, twenty-five
at this time, are in training, undergoing the center’s three-year training course in
the art of retreat giving and spiritual direction. Structurally, CIS has a Board of
eleven members that helps monitor its activities. It also has four committees: a
Communications Working Group (CWG) who care for IT and the internet; a
publication committee that re-edits Jesuit and other materials; a Commission of
three whose task is to supervise the three year course of formation; and the
Parish Ignatian Ministry (PIM) team of seven members whose main task is to
help promote prayer at the parish level by working on a one-to-one basis. Most
of the center’s activities are hosted in one of the Jesuit retreat houses.

Currently, the Center of Ignatian Spirituality Philippines offers the following
things to the local Church, the Jesuits, and lay colleagues: The Summer Program
of training for directed retreats. There are four modules which will take at least
two summers to complete. Module 1, Foundations for Directed Retreat Giving,
is for those who never had a personally directed Ignatian retreat: two days on
Ignatian prayer, a five-day directed retreat, two days of appropriation. Module
2, Fundamentals of Directed Retreat Giving. The CIS staff gives inputs and
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workshops on the nature, focus and scope of spiritual direction, the dynamics
of spiritual direction and basic skills in spiritual direction. Module 3, Supervised
Retreat Giving Experience (SURGE), directors-in-training give a three-day directed
retreat under supervision from the senior staff members of CIS. A trainee guides
two retreatants and is required to submit a verbatim report on the session every
day to the supervisor. Module 4, the Lecture Series on Giving the Spiritual
Exercises, give the participants a working knowledge of the specific sections
and texts of the Spiritual Exercises of Saint Ignatius. This advanced module helps
the participants develop an in-depth understanding of the annotations as well
as the Weeks of the Spiritual Exercises. Modules 2 and 3 cannot be done in the
same summer. Training for Jesuits. The Jesuit novices are required to join the
CIS summer programs for Modules 2 and 3. This has been the practice for the
past five years.

The Retreat in Daily Life (RDL) program begins every year in September.
For the past three years, around one hundred people apply for RDL every year.
We ask Jesuit priests and scholastics and lay people to direct. The lay people
who are invited to direct (with supervision) are themselves graduates of RDL
and have gone through the CIS summer program. In the summer program the
supervision is one on one but in RDL it is done in groups because we only have
four supervisors (themselves graduates of established programs such as Guelph,
Canada). The Center sponsors a series of monthly lectures by Jesuits on, for
instance, Christology, The Spiritual Exercises, Group Annotation 18. This responds
to a need expressed by lay retreat directors to learn more about the faith and the
Spiritual Exercises. At times, lay directors attend symposiums and adult catechism
at the Loyola School of Theology.

How does this formation fit into the renewal of the Catholic life in the
Philippines? It has been mentioned that around one hundred lay people apply
every year to the Retreat in Daily Life. A good number of them have met the Lord
in the charismatic renewal movement and come to CIS to deepen their experience
of God. CIS is responding to the need in the Church for deeper experience of
God. Although most of the retreatants prefer a Jesuit for a retreat director, we
continue to train lay people to give retreats because they have a vocation for it
and there is a shortage of retreat directors.

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Jesuit Retreat House is in the mountains of Mindanao. In 1992, a north
wing with 24 individual rooms and some public rooms was added; in 1999, the
south wing, including a Jesuit residence, was added; and in 2000, a pavilion
seating about 70 was completed. More than four thousand people come to the
house each year. About half are students and many are their teachers. Jesuits
and other religious make closed retreats here, and about a hundred priests and
seminarians, also, some of whom make the long retreat. The staff comprises
Jesuits, religious, and laity, and nine lay directors are on call. An interesting
experiment has been having young Jesuits in formation work here to implement
a program created by a province commission on catechesis and spiritual exercises.

The Jesuit Institute (JISA) is a work of the Society of Jesus in South Africa.

The Spirituality team of the Jesuit Institute, which celebrates its tenth anniversary
this year, reaches out across cultures, denominations and faiths, to share Ignatian
spirituality in the political, business and church arenas. Its work involves, among
other things, retreats both residential and in daily life, the training of prayer

guides and spiritual directors and workshops on Ignatian spirituality.

The vision for the spirituality work of JISA is to make Ignatian Spirituality
known and available to Christians of all denominations, living in South Africa
who might want to deepen their relationship with God. To achieve this end we
offer different kinds of retreats in daily life including Weeks of Guided Prayer
and six-week retreats in daily life in parishes and schools. We also provide
spiritual direction and 19th Annotation Retreats. Residential eight-day retreats

and the 30-day retreat are also offered on regularly.

The Spirituality Team of JISA trains prayer guides who work in supervised
local ecumenical teams to guide on these retreats. The Institute also offers an
intensive training course over two years, part-time, for Spiritual Directors to equip
them to offer spiritual direction and eight-day directed residential retreats. Those
who wish to be trained to give the 30-day retreat or the 19th Annotation are
required to do a further year’s training focused on the structure and dynamic of

the Spiritual Exercises.

Based on research done in the townships in South Africa, JISA now offers
Ignatian programmes which are designed to respond to the specific needs of
people in the African context. Some members of staff at the Institute are in the
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process of translating the Spiritual Exercises into Zulu, which is the most widely
spoken of the local African languages in South Africa. We are also running a
series of focus groups on Spiritual Direction in the African context working with
African priests and religious to see how more African-centred forms of spiritual
direction can be developed.

Una sintesis de la naturaleza y actividad del Centro de Espiritualidad “San
Ignacio” (CES) de Salamanca, en tres areas:

1. Area de Ejercicios Espirituales. Damos tandas de Ejercicios para jesuitas,
sacerdotes, religiosos y religiosas (con un buen nimero de grupos para hacer 8
dias, especialmente novicios-as, juniores-as, pre-profesos-as, postulantes).

La casa ofrece 24 habitaciones con bano privado, dos capillas, salas de
puntos y reuniones, un jardin grande y otros espacios verdes como para el silencio
y el recogimiento. Contamos ademds con una biblioteca teologico-espiritual
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abierta a todo publico, una escuela para padres de familias cristianas, una revista
de reflexion teologica, Mision, que se publica mensualmente, y todas las
propuestas de retiros y ejercicios que el centro ofrece. Disehamos nuestra
propuesta espiritual en tres grandes dreas: 1. drea psico-espiritual con talleres
de crecimiento y maduracién en este nivel; 2. drea espiritual con tandas de
ejercicios, retiros leves y ejercicios en la vida diaria; 3. drea de formacion
teoldgico-eclesial-espiritual.

La provincia ha hecho una apuesta grande con esta nueva obra, luego de
una gran consulta se tomo la decision y llevamos a cabo a partir del 2004 este
emprendimiento. Las ventajas con este nuevo centro de espiritualidad son las
siguientes: Centralizamos cosas que estaban dispersas, unimos dos obras que
estaban un poco descuidadas y revitalizamos todo un sector de formacion y
oraciéon. Aumentamos la visibilidad dentro de la ciudad: el centro de espiritualidad
al tener ahora mas movimiento, mas ofertas y mas personal (laicos y jesuitas)
involucrado, goza de una mayor visibilidad dentro de la ciudad. Apostamos
también a una mayor promocion del mismo dentro de nuestra iglesia local. Al
reducir una casa y concentrar todo dentro de Manresa, disminuimos gastos de
infraestructura y aunamos energias en un mismo lugar. Nuestro centro de
espiritualidad, con la ayuda de muchos laicos y con la participacion de varios
companeros jesuitas, espera encontrar una mayor difusiéon del mensaje cristiano
y un mejor servicio en la evangelizaciéon de nuestro secularizado Uruguay.

The Spiritual Exercises were first given in southern California in 1915, when
week-end retreats were offered using the facilities of Loyola Preparatory School
and the Jesuit university (now Loyola Marymount University) in Los Angeles.
The week-end retreat was improved with the opening of a retreat house at the
edge of the city (called Azusa) in 1947. A half-century later, in 1994, this house
had to be closed, and a new model of this ministry was sought. Three years
later, in 1997, this new model was launched as the Loyola Institute for Spirituality,
with offices in Orange County, a densely populated part of greater Los Angeles.
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The Loyola Institute for Spirituality (LIS) serves the communities of Southern
California with retreats, training sessions, workshops, days of recollection, and
parish missions in the tradition of the Spiritual Exercises of St. Ignatius Loyola.
LIS seeks to articulate the relationships between personal and communal
conversion and between Christian faith and social action on behalf of justice.
Special attention is given to adapting the activities of LIS to the cultural, racial
and social class realities of the Hispanic, Asian and African-American
communities. Programs are offered in these various languages. The Center has
developed considerable outreach into the ecumenical community, particularly
by supporting the use of Exercises in Daily Life, and by aiding in the formation
of Protestant spiritual directors and guides for the Exercises. The personnel of
the Institute includes a Board of Directors (laity, religious, and Jesuits), four
Jesuits, a religious sister, two laywomen and a layman.

Services Offered

- Retreats: We offer the entire Spiritual Exercises, individually directed,
both according to the 20th Annotation (in a summer program of 36 days, with
four preparation days and two reflection/integration days) and according to the
19th Annotation (by arrangement with a member of our Pastoral Staff or one of
our adjuncts) throughout the year. We offer a wide array of retreats according
to the 18th Annotation, including preached weekend retreats, individually-
directed retreats (of eight days, in three summer sessions, and of three to eight
days, by arrangement at other times during the year), and interactive retreats
(some in the Kairos tradition.) We offer retreats for married couples, for people
in 12-Step Recovery programs, and for young adults, retreats for members of
specific ethnic and linguistic communities, annual retreats for homeless men,
homeless women, and former gang members (one for Homeboys, one for
Homegirls), and more.

- Spiritual Direction: The members of our Pastoral Staff and a number of
our adjuncts offer spiritual direction in the Ignatian tradition.

- Formation Programs for Directors of the Spiritual Exercises: We offer
internships in the direction of the Exercises in the context of both of our summer
programs, offering training and experience to some in directing the 30-day
Exercises, to others in directing 8-day retreats. We offer a three-year course,
The Pierre Favre Program, for those who seek a very complete foundation in the
Exercises and systematic preparation, with practicum, mentoring, and
supervision, for giving the Exercises.

- Family Counseling: The Jesuit Institute for Family Life (JIFL), an
independent, international entity with offices located on the El Retiro grounds,
offers counseling by licensed Marriage, Family and Child Counselors (MFCC)
for individuals, couples, and families. Fr. Robert Fabing, SJ., is founder and
director.

- Hosted Programs: The facilities of El Retiro are used on most weekdays
and a few weekends each year by religious communities and by parish, high
school, university and non-profit community groups (groups whose mission is
consonant with our own) for religious retreats, conferences and meetings.

- Bookstore: We stock over 2,000 titles, books specially selected to help
retreatants to deepen their relationship with God in prayer, service, and healthy
and happy living. Our website offers a regularly updated list of the titles we
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stock and includes links to an e-commerce bookseller, for direct purchase on
line.

Chief Aims

- Nine resident Jesuits constitute the core Pastoral Staff. Their spiritual
ministry is shared by guest directors and retreat assistants, Jesuit, religious, and
lay, men and women. Our regular partners in the ministries of the Exercises and
spiritual direction number over forty.

- Two resident Jesuits and nine lay people constitute the core Operations
Staff. They work with twenty other full-time employees, and a number of adjuncts
and volunteers, to care for our El Retiro retreatants and guests through the
ministries of administration (including scheduling, fund-raising and marketing),
housekeeping, food services, maintenance, and groundskeeping.

Bellarmine Hall, located on eighty acres of rolling meadows and wooded
countryside just outside of Chicago, was built in the 1920’s as a private residence
and purchased as a retreat house in 1948. The house was expanded in 2003 and
now features a 2,500 square-foot conference center, five additional meeting
rooms, and seventy-two private rooms (some with private baths; forty with air-
conditioning).
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Bellarmine specializes in silent weekend retreats for men and for women
adapted from the Spiritual Exercises and also offers private and directed retreats.
The Hall offers a wide variety of other retreat experiences: Kairos retreats for
teens, which are done in cooperation with high schools, particularly Jesuit; Charis
retreats, organized by a province effort for young adults, ages twenty to forty,
with special attention given to the alumni of Jesuit schools; and Twelve-step
program retreats, an important service in the large metropolitan area. The stated
mission of Bellarmine Hall is to serve the wider apostolic efforts of the Church
of Chicago and the Midwest by skillfully adapting the Spiritual Exercises to the
developing spiritual needs of God’s people. Bellarmine Hall Jesuits are committed
to sharing this ministry with qualified and dedicated lay colleagues and we view
our united efforts as a type of Christian servant leadership.

The mission of Manresa Jesuit Retreat House is to serve the spiritual needs
of thousands of men and women each year by offering retreats and workshops
in the tradition of the Spiritual Exercises of St. Ignatius. Concretely, the staff does
this in several ways: Giving conference-style retreats in the ignatian tradition to
men and women both on weekends and during the week; Giving privately
directed retreats and spiritual direction; Providing a two-year Internship Program
in Ignatian Spirituality for laypersons, religious and clergy; Providing days of
recollection and other workshops for various groups; Offering Manresa’s facilities
for various religious and educational group meetings: e.g., church-based groups,
AA meetings, Kairos retreats, Christian Life Community meetings, etc.; Serving
the needs of the poor through gratuitous ministries and also through the extended
ministries of the Ignatian interns mentioned below, etc.; Encouraging and
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promoting ecumenical endeavors as much as is possible; In the context of our
various ministries, celebrating the Sacraments of Eucharist, Reconciliation and
Anointing. Manresa has a tradition of First Friday Mass followed by a breakfast
and introduces fresh programs regularly, such as the “Praying through Movement
Retreat” and the “Christian Meditation Retreat.”

The Two-Year Internship Program is a successful realization of the vision
of the Second Vatican Council in regard to the apostolate of the laity and the
universal call to holiness. Begun in the early 1980s, it admits about twenty-five
persons a year and has trained more than four hundred. The rationale is this: All
Christians are called by their baptism to contribute to the building up of the
Reign of God. Not only by personal striving for holiness and active participation
in formal Church activities, but also by discovering God’s presence in every
aspect of modern life. It is this discovery of an apostolic orientation in their lives
through ignatian spirituality applied to our times and situations that the program
furthers.

The Manresa program is both informative and formational. It grounds
participants in the ignati--an prayer tradition, teaches ignatian methods for
discerning the will of God, and provides a personal framework for apostolic
action. The program is oriented specifically to Christians who have already made
basic vocational choices and who have already worked through ordinary personal
difficulties. Participants are married and single individuals, involved not only in
ministries such as spiritual direction and retreat giving, but also in apostolic
work in the social area those who are seeking to bring Gospel values to social
structures, to the workplace, and to the family. Most of the interns are Roman
Catholic; others are Episcopalian, Lutheran, Methodist, African American Baptist,
Mormon, Presbyterian, or Evangelical Protestant. About three out of four are
women and almost all are laypersons. Their median age is fifty, though a few
have been in their thirties and a few, in their seventies. The internship is led by
one full-time Jesuit priest, one full-time and one part-time woman, and is helped
by a community of fourteen who provide one-on-one supervision of the interns
who are engaged in ministerial practice during the second year of the internship.

Loyola-on-the-Potomac provides directed private and group retreats for
men and women. It is staffed by six Jesuits and a religious sister of the Immaculate
Heart of Mary. On weekends, Friday evening through lunch on Sunday, the staff
offers parish group retreats. During the summer, eight-day individually directed
retreats are offered; and a guided group retreat is also available. The cost for a
retreat is indicated and a donation suggested; financial assistance is available for
those with limited resources.

White House Retreat has a long tradition of conference retreats for men
(sixty each year) and a more recent tradition of retreats for women (twelve a
year). There are also two retreats each year for mixed groups. These are three-
day preached retreats based on the Spiritual Exercises. On each retreat there are
four or five priests available for private conferences and the celebration of the
Sacraments of Reconciliation and Anointing of the Sick. Mass is celebrated each
day and at night there is Benediction of the Blessed Sacrament. About forty-five
hundred men and women make these retreats each year. White House was the
first house in the world to offer retreats for men in Alcoholics Anonymous (whose
founder, Bill W, was himself a retreatant) and now offers three such retreats
each year. White House also offers individually directed Ignatian retreats when
space and a director are available.

The retreat house was founded in 1922 by a group of laymen who asked
the Jesuits to take it over. It has had a lay Board of Trustees since its beginning.
The facility is built on a bluff high above the Mississippi River and sits on eighty-
two acres of woodlands in the far southern suburbs of Saint Louis. The house
offers eighty-five individual rooms with bath. It offers ample parking, wooded
pathways, and several beautiful shrines.

The Jesuit Retreat Center at Ignatius House, located on twenty acres
overlooking the Chattahoochee River in north Atlanta, is a facility for retreats,
spiritual direction, companionship and spiritual counseling, that gives men and
women of all faiths the opportunity to unplug from the world and seek the
refuge of much-needed sacred space to discover and live out God’s will in their
lives.

Owned and operated by the Jesuit Fathers and Brothers of the New Orleans
Province of the Society of Jesus, the work of the Jesuit Retreat Center at Ignatius
House is to serve all for the greater glory of God and the more universal good.
This collaborative ministry of Jesuits and laity is based on the Spiritual Exercises
of Saint Ignatius Loyola. Though the Spiritual Exercises were originally designed
to last 30 days, the primary activity of the Ignatius House is providing an
adaptation more suited to people’s busy schedules of a two or three-night silent,
reflective retreat.

Made possible by Suzanne Spalding Schroder’s generous donation of her
house and land in 1957, the facilities of Ignatius House have continuously been
expanded and improved to compliment the already beautiful setting of the rolling
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hills, Chattahoochee River, waterfall and numerous trees and plants. Currently
the facilities feature 47 private rooms with private bath, a dining room with
commercial kitchen, a library/conference room, the original Schroder home
where the Jesuit community resides, and three chapels, the private chapel for
adoration, the outdoor chapel and the newest building, the St. Ignatius Chapel,
designed to hold up to 65 people.

Like the facilities, the number of retreats offered at Ignatius House has
grown since the first retreat in 1961 to over 49 weekend retreats in 2009, including
retreats for men, women, couples and those in recovery. 5-day and 8-day
individually directed retreats are offered each July. Ignatius House also offers a
variety of outreach retreats. Annually, there are two young adult retreats in
partnership with Charis Ministries out of the Chicago Province, 3 retreats offered
in Spanish (including one for married couples) and plans to begin offering a
retreat in Portuguese in 2010. In partnership with the Ignatian Spirituality Project
out of the Chicago Province, Ignatius House also annually offers 2 retreats for
men who are homeless and 2 for women who are homeless. (2009)

Manresa has been offering week-end retreats for men for almost seventy-
five years. Its most recent building (built for the new millennium) holds a new
conference room, director’s suite, prayer chapel and several bedrooms with bath.
The original splendid plantation-style building dates from the early 19th century,
when it was constructed to house a local college. Other buildings include a
brick-gothic chapel, a large residence which includes the Jesuit teams’ rooms
and offices and the retreatants’ dining room, and a spacious library and reading
room. These buildings sit in a park of hundred-year-old live oaks on the
Mississippi River. Ancient oak alleys and wooded areas extend throughout the
property. The retreat house is fifty miles up the river from New Orleans, easily
reached by freeways from the surrounding towns and cities.

The house continues to offer three-day silent preached retreats based on
the Exercises, a tradition it has never lost. The retreats are open only to men
through an agreement with the Cenacle Retreat House for Women near New
Orleans. The conferences are brief, leaving the men plenty of silent time for
personal prayer. The four resident Jesuits are helped in preaching the Exercises
through the services of visiting Jesuits and other priests as well as permanent
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deacons and laymen. Retreats are offered every weekend from Thursday to
Sunday except for the last week of the year; six additional retreats are offered
from Sunday to Wednesday, an arrangement first made to accommodate retired
men and make room on the week ends for men still working. The house’s capacity
is 112; the average is 108 for all retreats. The groups are gathered by leaders (the
“captain system”), and while the leaders would like to see more younger men,
the turnover is for the time being adequate. All groups have waiting lists. Manresa’s
lay Board of Directors is thoroughly engaged in the operation of the retreat
house and its activities, and strongly supported a series of enlargements and
improvements. For more than a decade, Manresa has been supporting an
Outreach Program staffed by a group of a dozen lay men and permanent deacons,
who present aspects of the Exercises in parishes and prisons. They receive training
through monthly sessions of reflection and input with the house director.

The Jesuit Spirituality Center specializes in personally directed retreats based
on the Spiritual Exercises of St. Ignatius Loyola. The staff currently includes five
Jesuits and two religious women. They offer retreats throughout the year, of
three, five, eight, and thirty days. Solitude and silence are important aspects of
these retreats. Each retreatant receives one-on-one attention from an experienced
retreat director, so that the retreat is tailored to the needs of the individual.

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The needs that this retreat house meets are those for which it was first built.
In the early part of the 20th century, the week-end retreat movement was
spreading in our area. To meet the needs and desires of the diocese, in 1938, the
bishop of Lafayette built Our Lady of the Oaks Retreat House. The house was
built on the grounds of the province novitiate, adjacent to the fine colonial
baroque church (designed and built by lay brothers). The retreat house is built
in Spanish colonial style around a courtyard shaded by hundred-year oak trees,
and has more than forty rooms with bath. The house has always been conducted
by Jesuits, currently four in number. Each year, the staff and associates present
fifty-four conference-style retreats for men, women, and married couples, always
based on ignatian spirituality.

Montserrat has been bringing ignatian spirituality to a complicated and
interesting area for half a century. The house serves one of the United States’
largest and most aftfluent urban areas, Dallas-Fort Worth. Roman Catholics are a
growing minority of the population, which is heavily denominational and
evangelical), and the Hispanic population has increased dramatically in the area
and the Church. Montserrat is owned and operated by the province with the
help of an advisory Board of Directors. The house, sitting on broad lawns in a
fine natural setting on a lake, has sixty-seven rooms (half of them double) with
private bath, and can house a total of a hundred. It is well established in giving
silent weekend retreat, directed retreats, and as a Jesuit Spirituality Center with
its appropriate activities. It can accommodate several varied groups at the same
time. Montserrat’s bi-lingual staff of four full-time Jesuits offers retreats based on
the Spiritual Exercises most weekends of the year. They also offer “retreat-
workshops” combining silent reflection and prayer, group work, and instruction
on topics such as discernment, scripture in the Exercises, thinking with the
Church, and so forth. These workshops are housed in a new building, Campion
Hall. The Jesuits do considerable spiritual direction with faithful who come to
the house, and a lot of sacramental ministry out in the parishes of the dioceses.
They also give one-to-one directed retreats to a considerable number of religious
and laypeople. One notable development has been work with the clergies of
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the area. The priests and permanent deacons of several dioceses now make
their annual retreats here, and the Jesuits go out to give them spiritual retreats
and conferences. Cooperating with the Jesuit province, Montserrat (the Jesuits,
staff, and Board of Directors) have adopted a new mission statement. We are
seriously engaged in creating an Hispanic ministry — retreats, workshops,
conferences, and a workshop on Hispanic Ministry for those engaged in it. The
Hispanic population in the area is more familiar with “Cursillos en Cristiandad”
or the parish mission type of spiritual helps. The retreat modeled on the Spiritual
Exercises is a novelty, and the costs of the weekend are also an impediment for
many of the struggling families, so that the team, following a province priority in
faith doing justice, is looking for ways to serve this community. The house
subsidizes some of those weekends as far as financial resources allow. Montserrat
helps with an ongoing program of Exercises in Daily Life, and trains laypeople
to give spiritual companioning and to guide the Exercises. The house and its
work is being promoted by the bishops of the area, and has begun to be known
through its website on the internet

Inisfada, Gaelic for “the long island,” is a Jesuit-sponsored spirituality and
conference center on the edge of New York City’s crowded busyness. It is housed
in what was built in the Tudor-Elizabethan style as a grand mansion and later
deeded to the Society of Jesus as a retreat house. It is situated on thirty-three
wooded acres on the north shore of New York’s Long Island. The staft includes
four full-time Jesuits and some other Jesuit help. The center is conducted with
the help of a board and an extended auxiliary staff. During the first half of the
year, a novice was also on the staff in formation for the retreat ministry.

The house’s regular program includes individual and group retreat
experiences inspired by the Spiritual Exercises: the full thirty-day retreat; days,
evenings and weekends of prayer and reflection. The staff offer opportunities
for individual spiritual direction and contribute to the training, support and
supervision of spiritual and retreat directors. Inisfada organizes individually
designed programs for youth, confirmation and graduation retreats; interfaith
and ecumenical programs; Twelve-step programs, Contemplative Prayer, Zen
and other spiritual and psychological programs; programs for seniors, singles,
young adults, fathers and sons, mothers and daughters, and couples. It also
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creates and collaborates in outreach to new, disadvantaged and marginalized
communities; parish- and community-based programs for renewal and spiritual
growth; and leadership development. Two programs suggest a further range of
the center’s activities: The Samaritan Action Initiative, which Inisfada is co-
sponsoring with the diocese of Rockville Center, giving young adults a summer
opportunity to participate in prayer and reflection on the challenges of Catholic
social teaching and in direct service with the poor; and the ongoing Young
Adult Group, for people in their twenties and thirties, which meets regularly to
reflect on topics like May’s: “Where do I belong?” The facilities are also made
available to other groups for day, evening and overnight meetings, workshops,
and retreats.

A diocesan priest created and ran the retreat center and in 1994 asked the
university to take it over. The university has kept the purpose of the facility
intact while using the facility primarily to serve its students, faculty and staff, and
alumni. It also puts the facility at the disposal of other school groups, parishes,
and organizations. The center offers a quiet, prayerful atmosphere and the
Spiritual Exercises are given and made throughout the year. Currently scheduled
are silent retreats for men and for women, and the directors offer the thirty-day
and other individually directed retreats year round. The center is valuable to the
Jesuit identity and mission of the university.

Creighton University modernized and remodeled most of the buildings on
the 157 acres to suit its own needs. The center’s several residence buildings can
sleep eighty-four people comfortably, and the lodge, a large open space, can
accommodate an additional seventy people in sleeping bags. The dining hall
stands apart from the residence buildings. There is a conference room for up to
seventy and another that can hold up to thirty, and smaller lounges in other
buildings. The residence buildings have various numbers of double rooms, up
to twelve, and more than one of the smaller buildings has a kitchen facility (for
those who would like to make a retreat alone). The center is about an hour drive
from the university campus.
